This week, I will continue to meet individually with students to assess reading levels.  Your child will be bringing home a self-selected book from our classroom library.  We have been talking about “Just-Right” books in class.  A “Just-Right” book is a book that is not too easy, and not too hard.  I have told the students that when picking a “Just-Right” book, read the first page and keep track of the unknown words on the page.  


0 or 1 unknown word = too easy


2, 3, or 4 unknown words = just right


5 or more unknown words = too hard
